The Evolution of Psychology

Among psychologists Wundt is generally acknowledged to be the (1)“____________”

of our field.  The subject matter of Wundt’s psychology was (2)(consciousness/behavior).  Another of Wundt’s students, Edward Titchner, developed the school of psychology known as (3)____________. The major tenet of this viewpoint was that psychology should study the structure of (4)___________ by breaking it down into its basic components or (5)____________. Watson believed that psychology could not be a science unless it, like the other sciences, concentrated on (8)___________ rather than unobservable events.  Watson largely discounted the importance of genetic inheritance. For Watson, behavior was governed by the (9)____________.

Although generally not accessible to us, the unconscious is revealed in several ways, according to Freud. Freud thought, for example, that the unconscious is revealed in mistakes, such as (10) “________ of the tongue,” or the symbolism in nighttime 

(11)_____________. Freud’s ideas were (and still are) considered quite controversial. The general public tended to find Freud’s ideas unacceptable because of his emphasis on (12)__________. And scientific psychologists, with their increasing emphasis on observable behavior, rejected Freud’s notion that we are controlled by (13)_________ forces. Nonetheless, Freud’s theory gradually gained prominence and survives today as an influential theoretical perspective. 

The fundamental principle of behavior, according to Skinner, is that organisms will tend to (14)______________ behaviors that lead to positive outcome (and tend not to repeat responses that lead to neutral or negative outcomes). Skinner asserted that because behavior is under the lawful control of the environment, our feeling of (15)__________ is an illusion.

Both Rogers and Maslow, like other (16)__________ psychologists, emphasized the (17)(similarities/differences) between human beings and other animals. While Freud and Skinner stressed the way in which behavior is controlled by (unconscious forces or by the environment), Rogers and Maslow emphasized human beings’ (18)____________ to determine their own actions. Perhaps the greatest contribution of the humanistic movement has been in producing (19) (scientific findings/new approaches) in psychotherapy.

According to evolutionary psychologists, all aspects of human behavior-including not only aggression and mate selection but perception, language, personality, and cognition-are strongly influenced by the (20)___________ value that these factors have had for the human species.

While Darwin’s influence is clear in other psychological theories (e.g., James, Freud, and Skinner), the new emphasis on natural selection is (21) (less/more) comprehensive and widely researched than the earlier versions.
