1.___________________A relatively durable change in behavior or knowledge that is due to experience.

2. ___________________The most common name of a type of learning in which a neutral stimulus acquires the ability to evoke a response that was originally evoked by another stimulus.

3. ___________________A stimulus that evokes an unconditioned response.

4. ___________________The response to an unconditioned stimulus.

5. ___________________A previously neutral stimulus that has acquired the capacity to evoke a conditioned response.

6.___________________A learned reaction to a conditioned stimulus that occurs because of previous conditioning.

7. ___________________The formation of a new response tendency.

8. ___________________The gradual weakening and disappearance of a conditioned response tendency.

9. ___________________The reappearance of an extinguished response after a period of non-exposure to the conditioned stimulus.

10. __________________Occurs when an organism responds to new stimuli that are similar to the stimulus used in conditioning.

11. __________________Occurs when an organism learns not to respond to stimuli that are similar to the stimulus used in conditioning.

12. __________________Occurs when a conditioned stimulus functions as if it were an unconditioned stimulus.

13. __________________This term, introduced by Skinner, refers to learning in which voluntary responses come to be controlled by their consequences.

14. __________________Law stating that if a response in the presence of a stimulus leads to satisfying effects, the association between the stimulus and the response is strengthened.

15. __________________Occurs when an event following a response strengthens the tendency to make that response.
16. ___________________A standard operant chamber in which an animal’s responses are controlled and recorded.

17. ___________________The reinforcement of closer and closer approximations of the desired response.

18. ___________________Stimulus events that are inherently reinforcing because they satisfy biological needs.

19. ___________________Stimulus events that acquire reinforcing qualities by being associated with primary reinforcers. 

20. ___________________A specific pattern of presentation of reinforcers over time.
21. ___________________Occurs when every instance of a designated response is reinforced.

22. ___________________The name for all schedules of reinforcement in which a designated response is reinforced only some of the time.

23. ___________________The schedule in which the reinforcer is given after a fixed number of nonreinforced responses.

24. ___________________The schedule in which the reinforcer is given after a variable number of nonreinforced responses.

25. ___________________The schedule in which the reinforcer is given for the first response after a fixed time interval has elapsed.

26. ___________________The schedule in which the reinforcer is given for the first response after a variable time interval has elapsed.

27. ___________________Occurs when a response is strengthened because it is followed by the arrival of a rewarding stimulus.
28. ___________________Occurs when a response is strengthened because it is followed by the removal of an aversive stimulus.

29. ___________________Occurs when an event that follows a response weakens or suppresses the tendency to make that response.

30. ___________________Occurs when an animal’s innate response tendencies interfere with conditioning processes.

31. ___________________Occurs when an organism’s responding is influenced by the observation of others, who are called models.
